Where did the faith of the Magi come from?

The Season of Christmas includes the
celebration of the amval of the mam
ﬁ from the East. Let's consider the humble
adoration of the mag for the Christ cluld.
The mag were Gentles and the Greek
word "mag" meant onental scentists
Despite sometimes being translated as
"astrologers”, their wisit to the manger does not validate
astrology.

Because they were not Jews, their determination to meet
the Jewish savior says much about what the word "eptphany”
means. The mag are good examples of beliewing in the
importance of Jesus even without understanding what 1t would
mean to them personally or to the rest of the world.

They worshiped Jesus as a King-Messiah before they lknew
how he would become king or how lus kingship would save
the world from ewvil As scientific scholars thev had studied
religious wntings from beyond the scope of their own culture
Then, they acted on faith i response to the Spint of God who
acttvated them, and 1t changed their lives.

Only the Spint of God can move someone to have faith
because faith 15 a it of the Holy Spirnit (see 1 Connthians 12).
The word "epiphany" means discovery, a revelaton that
changes our lives. Epiphames are gfts from God as he
collaborates wath our desire for new growth.

We can imagine how the mag felt when they expenenced
an epiphany in the presence of the Christ cluld. Although they
did not understand how tlus baby from a poor famuly could
become lang, they remembered lum for the rest of their lives
and listened for news from the land of Israel about Jesus We
lmow that they heard about his crucifizion and learned what
his followers were teaching about it, for they became
Chnistians -- their relics have been venerated since very early
fimes.

Questions for Personal Reflection: What sign from Gnd,
like the star that the magi followed, are you wating to see?
What signs 15 God aready showing you? These are emdence
that he 15 working mn your life. What epiphany -- new
understanding -- 15 Jesus grving you about what God 15 doing
1 your life?

he proper disposal of wotwve candles and

other devotionals, 1f they have been blessed, 15 to bum or
to bury them, most preferably the former in the case of
candles Lething candles bum down entirely, or, 1f this presents
a hazard should the glass candle holders break, bum them by
themselves.

It 15 not a sin to throw away blessed items, but out of
proper respect, one should dispose of them in this way. If
devotionals have not been blessed, such as some of the holy
cards and such that come through the mal, those are amply
pictures and can be thrown away. If wou feel
uncomfortable throwing them away, you can bumn them as
well or bury them.
