Why do we let him do this to us? Why do we trust God
even though he leads us mto difficult situations? Why do we
follow Jesus into gving our help and love to others even
though 1t's going to feel very uncomfortable 1f not downright
painful?

Wallang with God and serving his kangdom 15 an
adventure. We can expect the unexpected, and unfortunately
i this world that includes suffering -- denying ourselves the
opportunity to pursue self-centered agendas, taling up crosses,
and following Jesus &l the way to Calvary (but then of course,
all the way to resumrection, too, as explained in the Gospel
reading).

Because we love God, we are willing to offer ourselves as
aliving sacrifice, like the second reading asks us to do. This s
the lighest form of worship; it's a spintual commumion that
we expenence outside of the Eucharistic liturgy of Mass In
union with Jesus, we are the Euchanst.

As Jeremuah's complaint shows us we can safely complain
to God. We can tell lum, without getting punished, that we do
not like worlang for lum. Complaimng to others, however, 15a
sin because it causes gossip and prejudices and makes God
look bad.

Aslang for prayer support during our tnals 15 umportant,
and we must keep doing this, but complaining to others shows
how little we trust God. Eventually, we wall see the good that
comes from owr sacnifices, and thig 1z what we should
commumcate to others.
